WHAT Is Passover (or Pesach in Hebrew) is one of the most important festivals
e in the Jewish year. It is a Spring festival that begins on the 15t day
pASSOVE R" of Nisan, the first month of the Jewish calendar. The celebrations last
- for seven or eight days, depending on where you live. In 2024,

Passover begins on the evening of Monday 22 April and will end on
Tuesday 30 April.

Passover is a celebration of the story of Exodus. During Passover,
Jews remember how their ancestors left slavery behind them when
thev were led out of Favnt hv Moses.

Passover Rituals

Passover is celebrated with a
series of rituals. Each ritual
symbolises a different part of
the story.

On the evening before Passover
starts, Jews have a special
service called a Seder (order).
This takes place over a meal
with family and friends at
home.
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
