End of Year Common Assessment Tasks (CATs) for Years 7, 8 and 9 

Monday 2 June to Friday 13 June 

The end of year Common Assessment Tasks (CATs) will take place in normal timetabled lesson time 

between Monday 2 June and Friday 13 June.  Individual class teachers will inform students of the exact date 

and lesson for each assessment nearer the time. 

This is the final, formal assessment of the year.  It gives students the opportunity to demonstrate what they 

have learnt in each subject over the year. 

Subject teachers will guide your child through the process.  Lesson time will be used to tell students what 

they can expect in each CAT and how long it will be.  In the run up to the CAT, home learning will be focused 

on specific revisions activities. All resources will be available for students in Showbie. 

Students will know what topics and skills will be tested in each assessment and will be advised how best to 

prepare. 

To help you to support your child at home we have attached a short guide which outlines the key guidance 

that students are given in school.

Effective End of Year CAT Preparation in 3 Steps 

 
Strengthen your memory: 

To help keep information in, practise getting information out. 
 

 

Step 1 
 

 

 
 
 

 

Start with your information page, produced 
from memory and then developed by 

looking at your exercise book and showbie 

• Use a blank sheet of paper to add everything you 
can think of that is relevant to a topic you have 
chosen from your studies this year. 

• Organise the information in any way which is 
best for you. For example, a mind map 
connecting key words or a spider diagram with 
the topic in the middle, lists. 

• When you have added everything, you can to 
your information sheet, look up the topic in your 
exercise book and in showbie. Add anything that 
you have missed, ideally in a different colour.

ENGLISH 

Revision Outline for Year 7 

Purpose/focus of test: 

 
This will test your reading comprehension and language analysis of 
a Shakespeare play. 
 

 

Units/topics that 
should be revised: 

 
Read over the play so you understand the plot and who all of the 
characters are.  
 
Practise the following skills: 

• understanding meaning 
• identifying language features accurately 

• selecting evidence (quotations). 
 
You could make sure you are confident with the choices of words in 
a text (such as adjectives, adverbs, nouns, verbs, rhetorical 
questions, imperatives, imagery, simile, metaphor and any other 
techniques you have been taught). 
 
Think about why language has been used and what it shows about 
how characters feel. For example, are they feeling: 
 

• angry 

• sad 

• powerful 

• happy? 
 
Can you explain how words make the reader feel and the effect that 
language has on the audience?

45-minute CAT 
You will have an extract from ‘A Midsummer Night’s Dream’ to read 
and then answer comprehension style questions which will ask you 
to: 

1. Show understanding  
2. Analyse language 
3. Explain, analyse and select evidence from the extract

There are a number of different activities that you can do to help you to prepare for this 
assessment: 

 Make information stick by repeating it 
 ask someone at home or a friend to test you on key information 
 create a Quizlet of information and test yourself – repeat until you know it! 
 Learn the answers to all 20 questions on each of your previous Long Term 

Memory Checks 
 Create a big mind map for each topic in your own words and then practice 

writing it out again from memory 
 Make your own Kahoot for each topic and then test yourself 
 Create a timeline of key dates and events for each topic to help you learn 

the chronology of each topic 
 
Things that might feel like revision, but will not help you revise history: 

 Reading through your notes – this is passive and does not help you to 
remember anything 

 Highlighting key words in your notes and then doing nothing with that 
information 

 Copying out your notes – works well for short term retention of information, will 
not aid you in a test where you need to use your memory
