Chinese New Year Celebration – Thursday 26 February 

I am delighted to invite you and your child to our amazing Chinese New Year Celebration 

on Thursday 26 February from 3.45pm to 5.45pm in the Main Hall. It promises to be an 

excellent evening of Chinese-themed entertainment, celebration, cultural enrichment and food, and 

it is all free of charge.
